•Wilderness Skills Training: You will be trained and equipped to serve as a guide in the areas of: white water 
rafting and kayaking, rock climbing, backcountry travel (winter and summer), challenge course, and 
horsemanship. 
•Opportunities to Minister: Most will be as staff on our wilderness trips, carrying out the ministry content as 
well as guiding. You will also host retreat groups and serve at ministry wide events. 
•Operations: Learn about and help operate an adventure and retreat based ministry through office 
administration, food provisioning, equipment repair, and facility projects.
