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Introduction:

This year we have been asking. “What does it mean to live my life with Christ at the center?”
We are looking at the Gospels to see how many faithful men and women centered their lives
on Jesus. As we consider their lives, we can take a look at our own lives to pose the questions
“On what is my life centered?” and “Where does Jesus fit in my life?”.

What warnings/instructions did
he give the seventy-two when he sent them ahead of him?

2. How were the seventy-two to greet those in a house upon entering? Describe how they
were to live as they moved from town to town.

3. Why did Jesus refer to Sodom relative to the fate of the unwelcoming towns?
(see Genesis ch 19)

4. What was the focus of the apostles and others as they met together in the upstairs room?
(See v8)

Application: Remember that Jesus sends each of us into his mission

Prayer: Father, grant us wisdom as we live daily in that mission. Amen
